This tropical perennial plant is often grown as an annual. It is a
great alternative to the impatiens as they grow about the same
size and like similar light and soil conditions. Plants tolerate a
wide range of light conditions, but prefer part shade which is
where they flower best. Plants need well-drained, moist soils
but tolerate dry conditions. Plants are good for bedding and
containers. Rabbits often (but not always) leave them alone.
Plants can be propagated by seed, but it is difficult as the seed is
very small and hard to germinate. They can be overwintered as
