The yellow pollen will stain hands, clothes, and petals so it is
beneficial to remove the anthers as the flowers open. As the
flowers fade, be sure to remove the spent flowers.

Often sold as a florist plant in spring, Easter lily can be
placed outside but is marginally hardy in Iowa. If you would
like to continue to grow the plant year after year, place in a
full-sun location in well-drained soil. Keep it protected and
