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Culture & Landscape Value:   
Shrubs prefer full sun to part shade with best flower in full sun.  
Trim back in late winter or early spring to control the size of the 
plant as it flowers on new wood, the floral display will not be af-
fected.  Prefers good loamy, well-drained soil.  This is likely the 
most hardy of all the hydrangeas making it a good selection for 
Iowa.  Plants can be difficult to incorporate in the landscape be-
cause of their coarse nature.  Shrubs transplant easily from con-
tainer grown stock.   

Notes:   
Many wonderful cultivars exist, a few that are easy to find include:  
‘Limelight’ - lime green (usually more white) on compact shrubs.  
Stems bend under weight of the  flower giving it a weeping affect. 
White Diamonds™ (‘HYPMADI’) - large white flowers on strong 
stems and compact growth
