Sedum sp Family: Crassulaceae 
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Culture & Landscape Value:    
Drought tolerant perennial with attractive pink to purple flowers in 
fall. Attractive to butterflies, bees, and other nectar-feeding insects. 
Becomes floppy in too much shade or with age. Can be divided in 
spring.
