Goldenrod 
Solidago sp. Family: Asteraceae 
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Culture & Landscape Value:    
A handsome perennial flower that is a favorite of wildlife. Native to 
Iowa and 23 other states in the US.  A tall plant that looks best in 
the back of the border or in a large clump. Solidago rugosa 
‘Fireworks’ has received high praise for having a refined texture 
compared to the species. Dwarf cultivars have become more com-
mon in recent years.  

Notes:  
Goldenrod was traditionally blamed for hay fever, the real culprit is
